COVID-19
As COVID-19 (coronavirus) is still a very big risk to us all, we take our responsibilities very seriously. Therefore, for each of our events we will carry out a thorough risk assessment, detailing the risks and the appropriate control measures that will be in place. We will adhere to all government guidelines in place at the time of the event. 
IF YOU OR ANY OF YOUR HOUSEHOLD ARE UNWELL WITH COVID-LIKE SYMPTOMS (HIGH TEMPERATURE, PERSISTANT COUGH OR LOSS OF SMELL/TASTE) YOU MUST NOT ATTEND THE EVENT.
An outline of the measures we will have in place are shown below. The details of how measures are implemented will vary at each venue, but everyone attending the event will be expected to follow all guidelines in place.
1. We expect all attendees (members, officials, organisers, volunteers) to maintain social distancing and other appropriate safety measures wherever possible.
2. We will collect and retain contact details for everyone attending. These are kept solely for contacting you should anyone attending the event subsequently be diagnosed with COVID-19.
3. A maximum number of people and horses will be set for each venue. We will not be able to exceed that number, so it is essential that you tell us in advance that you are coming. 
4. Only those who have registered to attend (members and any people and horses accompanying them) will be allowed on site.
5. Social Distancing – All on site must adhere to current social distancing guidance. Where necessary we will adjust the way trainers, judges, helpers etc. work with you and your horses (e.g. no touching of horses, wearing gloves, using santiser between each horse etc.).
6. Equipment - The sharing of equipment should be avoided wherever possible and appropriately sanitised.
7. Sites may operate one-way systems for vehicles, horses and people to avoid any pinch points.
8. Catering facilities will vary by site and will be confirmed in advance. In some circumstances it will not be possible to provide onsite catering so you should be prepared to bring your own refreshments to the event.
9. All trade stands, photographers etc. will be required to adhere to all current social distancing and hygiene measures.
10. We will provide times during which you can be onsite (in order that we manage the volume of people). Please do not arrive before your allotted time, or remain after it.
11. We do not have farriery, veterinary or medical cover on site.
12. All attendees must have 3rd party insurance cover
13. Signs will be in place around the venue reminding people of their obligations and the COVID-19 related safety measures that are in place.
14. Regular cleaning of toilets, if available, and other communal areas will be done throughout the event.
15. Hand sanitiser will be available on site and all attendees are encourage to use it regularly.
16. Lorries, trailers and cars will be required to park with the following space between them:
a. 10m apart if allowing tying up of horses on both sides
b. 5m apart if allowing tying up of horses on one side 
c. 3m apart as the minimum allowed, and with no tying up of horses permitted
17. By confirming your attendance at an event you are also confirming that you have read and agree to abide by the rules in place for that event. Any breach of the rules may lead to you being asked to leave the site
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
